MAJOR STUDENT ACTIVITIES & ASSESSMENTS

CHAPTER QUESTIONS (WORTH 135 POINTYS)

Students are assigned study questions to help assist them reading some of the book chapters.
These study questions are central to the course, so it is essential that students work hard to
prepare answers to them. They are not designed to be “busy work.” Rather, they are the crux of
the course material and if you can answer these questions, then you will understand behavior
modification. Each unit consists of 7 to 20 study questions and students are expected to prepare
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answers to all before the beginning of the following class period. Students will not be allowed to
prepare answers during class at any time other than those times specified by Dr. Eyre. If a
student is observed answering questions during any other time, they will receive a zero on that
assignment. Although students are encouraged to ask other students for clarification and guidance
on preparing answers to the chapter questions, each student must prepare his or her own questions
independently. Copying of answers will be considered cheating. Students may not turn in
questions late, unless they missed class due to an illness or other reason deemed acceptable by Dr.
Eyre. Partial credit will be given for chapter questions that are not complete and correct. Chapter
questions will be completed for the following chapters:

CLASSPARTICIPATION AND SEMINAR DISCUSSION (140 POINTS)

This course will be a seminar class where we will spend a great deal of time talking about the
assigned readings. Students should be prepared with discussion points to talk about in class (e.g.,
interesting points, points of contention, things with which you disagreed, things that should be
clarified, etc.). Contributions along with my judgments of your understanding of the material will
contribute to these scores. Students should contribute in each class period to earn full points (10
maximum per day).

CHAPTER SUMMARIES (50 POINTS or 100 POINTYS)

Undergraduate students need to summarize two book chapters and graduate students need to
summarize four book chapters (25 points each). Students may choose chapters from Rule-
governed behavior, The Lucifer effect, or The science of self-control. Chapters 19-21 in Science
and Human Behavior may also be summarized and counted as a single chapter summary.
Summaries should be turned in on the day we discuss the chapter you have chosen to summarize.

FINAL EXAM (50 POINTS)

There will be one formal exam in this course — the final. The final will be structured in a way that
will require each student to apply his/her knowledge of behavior modification. The final exam
will be short answer formatted and will be completed independently. It will contain questions
covering each of the four topics we covered in class.
